The Respiratory Care program is
designed to enable the student to work
professionally as a vital member of the
health care team. A 24-month
curriculum combining academic work,
clinical rotations at area hospitals and
physician contacts will provide
students with the intensive preparation
necessary for an exciting, rewarding
career as a Respiratory Therapist.

Upon successful completion, students
will be eligible for the National Board
of Respiratory Care (NBRC) exams,
both the entry level exam for a
Certified Respiratory Therapist (CRT)
and the advanced exam for a
Registered Respiratory Therapist
(RRT).

Students must complete an application
packet with three reference letters and
an interview. Usually only ten
students are accepted per year.

Health form immunizations will be
required when the student is accepted.

NOTE: Itis recommended that
students exhibit math proficiency at
the College Algebra level before
enrolling in this program.
